Digital dictation - it’s the future

A number of years back, voice recognition was all the rage.

Law firms watched demonstrations of sales representatives

speaking into a microphone and seeing an almost perfect

transcript appear on screen.  Many thought this was the

beginning of a new era, but sadly this type of technology

did not materialise due to many teething problems and

associated ongoing costs.

Nowadays the latest buzz words are digital dictation. So exactly

what is digital dictation?  The fundamentals of dictation

are the same except the solicitor speaks into a piece of

equipment more like a mobile phone as opposed to the

traditional hand unit with a tape which could be quite bulky.  

As the files stored are digital, there are no moving parts, nor

is it necessary to take your completed tape to a secretary.

Once the solicitor has completed his dictation the unit is

linked to a PC and the data transferred on to a specified

location on the firm’s network.  

This is where digital dictation comes into a league of its own.

The file can then either be accessed directly by a solicitor’s

secretary in the next office, be a departmental secretary on a

different floor, a secretary at another office or a group typing

facility within the firm.  Here at JMW we have a number of

secretaries who work from home so dictated work can even be

sent to a secretary away from the office and then printed back

in the office.  Whatever method is chosen, it is possible to use

the available resources much more efficiently than where

physical location and availability of the secretary is the (or

only) factor.

In April 2005 the decision was made to roll out digital

dictation across the firm. Presently 5 departments are

utilising the new technology.
